Miskien is daar ‘n paar van ons huidige leerders wat nie aan
hierdie basiese vereistes voldoen nie? Dit is nou die tyd om op
te skerp, want 2026 gaan ‘n wonderlike jaar wees met fan-
tastiese en opwindende ervarings en geleenthede vir alle
leerders wat hard werk en binne ons hoofstroomskool
funksioneer.

Your child must be able to help him/herself in the bathroom
and have the basic skills to clean up after themselves, use toi-
let paper, flush a toilet, wash hands and respect others who
use the same facility.

Listening to and obeying instructions is a basic skill. As your
child is here to learn Mathematics, Language and Life Orienta-
tion (even more in Grade 4 - 7) he or she must be able to sit
at a desk, work when told to, stay seated when instructed and
to leave others alone when they want to work.

They need to know that fighting and swearing are not accepta-
ble, that it is not right to take or break what does not belong to
you, that the truth and only the truth is the only way to go. Ac-
cepting responsibility and accountability will ensure they com-
ply with the necessary skills required.

Perhaps there are a few current learners who do not meet
these basic requirements? Now is the time to step up because
2026 will be a great year with wonderful and exciting experi-
ences and opportunities awaiting all learners who work and
function within our mainstream school.

Everyone is accountable for the basic skills and with
these in place, your journey at school will be a happy one.
