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COLOUR AWARDS POLICY

There are four ways to achieve colours in Sunridge Primary School. This is acknowledged by braiding on the sleeve of the
learner’s blazer which will be handed over to the learner once all documentation from the respective federations has been
processed. Badges and pins may only be worn in the year they are awarded. Thereafter a badge holder may be purchased

from the school.

1. Provincial colours in school sport and/or school cultural events as acknowledged by the respective school
federations.

2. Academic colours where a learner achieves 85% aggregate in Grades 4 and 5 and 80% aggregate in Grades 6 and 7
throughout the academic year.

3. Leadership colours are awarded to all prefects.
Cultural colours when a learner is a winner in a region in an acknowledged school competition in the visual arts or
dance department or when a music learner achieves a distinction in Grades 3, 4 and/or 5 external music
examinations; is a winner of an acknowledged regional competition or obtains a semi-final place in a national
competition.
